            Food Packing for Haiti was a HUGE success this year!    
     Over 500 people from all over participated in the Food Packing for Haiti event on 
November 4th, 2018 to make a difference in the lives of hungry children in Haiti and 
Puerto Rico.  125,000 meals of rice, beans, soy, dried vegetables and vitamins were 
measured, packaged and sealed in labeled plastic bags, then packed into boxes that 
were then packed onto pallets to be shipped.  This year, 100,000 meals were sent to 
Haiti and 25,000 meals were sent to hurricane stricken people in Puerto Rico.  Teams 
made up of 10 volunteers worked together to packaged meals to help those in need.                                                                             
   DHL, the lead sponsor, went above and beyond again this year to transport all the 
packed food and donated clothes by jet to Haiti and Puerto Rico.  A huge big thanks 
to DHL for their generous contribution of their jet, time and money to get these 
supplies where they were needed so quickly.  Praise God for his blessings on the 
success of this ministry outreach program.  A big thanks from the Mission & Outreach 
Ministry team to all of the parishioners here at Church of the Advent who prayed, 
made monetary donations, and who participated at the Haiti Food Packing event at

Saturday, November 4th, 2017 
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IN OUR FAMILY OF FAITH Χ. SANDEE & AL RAGL 

 

If you are interested in learning more about Church of the Advent during the early years, before our new sanctuary 

was built, you can talk to Sandee and Al Ragl. They have been attending our church since 1992 when we were 

using our parish hall for worship services. 
 

Sandee was born in San Diego, CA. Her father was in the Navy and the family moved several times; however, she 

spent most of her younger years in the state of Washington. She graduated from Nursing School in Spokane, WA in 

1965 and joined the Army Nurse Corps. She moved to Stuart, FL in 1976.  Sandee returned to college and   earned 

a Masters in Nursing in 1997.  She worked for Martin Health as an Operating Room Nurse and as a Home Health 

Nurse and finally as a Nurse Practitioner until her retirement in 2010. 
 

Al was born in Germany and moved to Connecticut as a teenager.  After graduation from high school he returned to 

Germany to attend college. He received a BS Degree in Mechanical Engineering in 1970 from the University of 

Dortmund, Germany.  His career was working in the Nuclear Materials and Chemistry Development Department 

with Combustion Engineering. This was the Nuclear Power Plants 1 and 2 built in St. Lucie, FL .  Later he owned 

his own company, "RSTechnology", which manufactured military electronics. He sold his interest in this company  

when he retired. 
 

Sandee and Al met in 1990 and they were married in 1992. They were married at Church of the Advent with both 

Father Dexter of Advent and Father Jim from St.Luke's presiding at the ceremony. The Ragl's have a "His and 

Her's" family with children in Florida and S. Carolina. There are grandchildren in Arizona, S. Carolina and 

California as well as a great grandchild in Arizona. 

 

During the past 25 years both Al and Sandee have been very active members of our parish family. Al served as an 

Usher for 15 years. Sandee served on the Vestry for about 12 years at three different times. They have had family 

weddings, Baptisms and funerals at our church. 

Most of their extended family come to Church of the Advent for services on special occasions. 

 

The Ragl's enjoy world travel as well as trips to visit their grandchildren They also believe in "giving back" to their 

community. Sandee serves on several non profit Boards and Al serves as a judge for USA Swimming and as a 

volunteer for the Florida Oceanographic Society. They both feel that by God's grace their lives are full of His 

blessings. 
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VERGER 

A Verger is appointed by and serves at the pleasure of the rector. The verger typically checks on details prior to a 

service which frees the clergy to be available to greet parishioners, welcome visitors, and respond to pastoral 

concerns. 

Typical duties Include: 

- Checking on the set up of the chancel prior to the service. 

- Interfacing with the Altar Guild and ushers to make sure everything is in place. 

- Making sure the readers  are prepared. 

- Seeing that Chalice Bearers are assigned and present. 

- Being the Acolyte Master. 

- Organizing the procession. 

- Training and scheduling Chalice Bearers and Crucifers. 

- ALWAYS being prepared to fill in at the last moment if someone does not show and a replacement cannot  be 

found. 

- Working with the Altar Guild by responding to liturgical questions and ensuring financial support for supplies and 

equipment. 

- Other duties as may be assigned by the rector. 

 

Anytime a liturgical visitor (e.g. Supply Priest or the Bishop) comes to assist in worship the Verger will welcome 

that person, show them where vesting and seating will be, review with them the order of service and communicate  

changes to  altar servers, musicians, and others. 

For special events, such as Baptism, Wedding, Funeral, the Verger can be of help making groups of people feel 

comfortable and at ease. 

Assistance in the liturgy can allow the clergy to be more available for personal conversation and to address pastoral 

concerns. 

VERGER VESTMENT S 

 

CASSOCK: Typically BLACK (but may be red or another color in a cathedral) 

 

CHIMERE:  Sleeveless "gown" (similar to that worn by Bishops, but not red) usually 

GREV or BLACK.  

 

VIRGE: A short staff carried as a symbol of  office during a  service. 

(Also used to push the crowds away from the procession entering the church I) 

 

SURPLICE:  Worn over cassock (without chimere or gown) when Verger is also serving at the altar. WHITE.  

 

TIPPET:  Long BLACK  SCARF worn over cassock and surplice. Used primarily if  the verger is also a Lay Preacher. 

 

GOWN: Like an academic gown with sleeves, worn over street clothes (or over cassock). 
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Our ECW General Membership Meeting for November was held on Thursday, November 2, 2017 in the 

Parish Hall at 11:00 am. Our special guest who, by the way presented a spectacular presentation, was 

Nicole Hughes from Guardian ad Litem.  Nicole is a Volunteer Recruiter and has been with Guardian ad 

litem for the past three years. She was such a dynamic speaker and her mantra is ñI am for the childò. We 

were fully educated about the Guardianship Process and how important it is for the Treasure Coast.  There 

are approximately 900 children requiring consistency and protection and approx. 375 full and part time 

volunteers - not nearly enough. The program provides children with an individual who is solely connected 

with that child. For example: the guardian ad litem travels to doctorôs visits with the child, oversees health 

records, attends court appearances with the child, develops after school activities and sees that the child 

attends, makes sure they are available if the child needs to talk and is a watchful responsible adult ever able 

to help when help is needed. Guardian ad litem does not actively remove a child from the home, but they 

are available once the child has been removed.  That is when a child is the most vulnerable and is in need 

of a ñtrueò friend.  Youngsters from newborns to teenagers have been involved in this program- 

consistency and well- being are what a child needs to succeed, Our ECW was very grateful for Nicoleôs 

time and energy. 

 

As a result of this presentation the ECW had an opportunity to accept 30 names of either a male or female 

foster child currently included in this program and buy them a Christmas gift.  We presented a Christmas 

Tree with 32 tags attached with each name and childôs age.  On November 4th the congregation had the 

chance to pick a card from the tree and buy that person a gift, returning all gifts by November 26th. We 

had a great success and all tags were chosen and gifts were purchased. Nicole has picked up all our gifts on 

December 1st and will be distributing them over the next two weeks.    

 

As always, our very special guests on Thursday, December 7th will be boys and girls of the second- grade 

class at The Hope Rural School in Indiantown.  These youngsters love to come out to Advent to entertain 

us and sing their little hearts out.  Please, everyone - men and women -  come out to see this show.  This is 

the beginning of our fun filled holiday season and we would love to share it with all of you.  It starts at 

11:30 am when the kids arrive.  We have pizza, juice and ice cream around 12:15 - 12:30 and gifts for the 

kids will be distributed by Miss Elle after that, by 2:00 pm the show is over and the kids climb back on the 

bus for the ride back to town.  Please come and enjoy a very well spent 2 hours of your time.
